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The Eden Pro;ect is in Cornwall in England.
It's a group of huge greenhouses and beautiful
gardens. The greenhouses contain thousands
of plants from South America, Africa, Asia
and Australia. The Eden Project is a tourist
attraction, but it's also a place for scientists
and ordinary people to study the environment.
Scientists use computers to control the
temperature in the greenhouses.

The greenhouses are called biomes.

The Rainforest Biome is really exciting. You
can see a waterfall, tropical flowers and the
plants we use to make cola, chocolate, chewing gum
and many other things. You can also climb to the Rainforest
Lookout above the treetops so you can look down on the whole
biome. The gardeners and scientists in the Rainforest Biome go to the top
of the biome in balloons to study the tops of the plants. This is similar to the
way environmentalists study rainforests around the world. They travel in balloons
and use them to take photographs and do experiments. Studying the rainforest helps
environmentalists understand what will happen in the future.

Outside the domes at the Eden Project, there are different gardens to explore with b
plants from Britain and other European countries. There are also lots of art and
music activities. One of the most interesting works of art is the Wee Man. This is a
huge sculpture made of rubbish. There's also a giant wooden ship, a gift shop, cafés
and a children’s playground. There's something for all the family to enjoy.
