When the
chemicals fall into the clouds, they : sometlmes make rain. Buttouse
this idea first, you need clouds and often the sky is cloudless and
clear blue. So, this solution does not always work and it is expensive.

You can, of course, take the salt out of sea water, People have done

it for over fifty years. In special factories salt water from the sea goes
in and fresh water comes out while the salt goes back into the sea.
There are about 7,500 such factories in the world. 60% of them are in
the Middle East - a quarter of them in Saudi Arabia. As a result, 70%
of the country’s fresh water comes from these factories. Australia has
plans for a factory of this type too. It will produce 500 million litres of
fresh water a day. Although it's expensive, it seems a good answer

to the problem. '

There are very few people today who have never heard the name
Leonardo da Vinei. He lived in the Italian Renaissance and died in 1519,
but he became a pop culture icon that is sdll fascinating. There are
several reasons why da Vinci is so intriguing to us — the famous

Lady with an Ermine is only one of them,

Leonardo da Vinci was one of the most talented artists of all time.
However, just calling him an artist is not fair enough because the list

of areas he was active in is quite long, Apart from being a painter,

an architect and a sculptor, he was also an inventor, a philosopher,

a musician, a writer and an engineer. He wrote poetry and created maps.
He made discoveries in anatromy and geology. He also designed military
systems and musical instruments. He even came up with ideas for
flying machines, bicycles and tanks hundreds of years before they were
invented. He was truly a Renaissance man®, interested in a lot of topics
and keen to understand the world.

Leonardo was extremely talented but he hadn’t had much formal
education. He was only taught basic réadjng, writing and mathemarical
skills. Like most artists, he had quite an unconventional life and
personality too. He was left-handed and often wrote from right to left,
‘which made his handwriting difficult to read. He had problems finishing
anything: he was always drawing and thinking about several things at the
same time, He did not care about fashion: he wore a short jackef at the
time when the fashion was for long ones.
